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Dear St. Timothy Folk,

Here we are in 2026. Many of us are not
sorry to see 2025 gone. My best advice is to
focus on the blessings and good memories
of 2025. We may have optimism about the
new year, but that is tempered with some
skepticism and caution, especially with flu,
virus of the month, RSV, and Covid in the
air. And then there is the usual wondering
what Mother Nature is going to throw at us
for weather.

Liturgically, it is also a bit mixed. We are
beginning a new secular calendar, but we
are halfway through the school calendar
year. We are mostly through the twelve
days of Christmas, still celebrating the In-
carnation, with the season of Epiphany in
view. January 4" we will hear the passage
from Matthew about the wisemen from the
East visiting the infant Jesus. Then on Jan-
uary 11™", the First Sunday after the Epipha-
ny, we celebrate the Baptism of Our Lord.

On that second Sunday of January we will
hear Matthew's report of Jesus' Baptism.
On January 18" we hear John the Baptist's
report on that baptism, and hear of Jesus's
first encounter with Andrew. On January
25" we hear of Jesus calling Peter and An-
drew and James and John as his disciples.
As we reflect on these Gospel stories we
are invited to ask how Jesus has been and
is being revealed to us in our lives. Christ-
mas, the Nativity, is only the beginning of
the story of Jesus for us. How does the
story continue and connect with our own
stories? If we proclaim Jesus bornin Beth-
lehem, how do we also acknowledge him as
the Son of God proclaimed at his baptism?
This idea of revelation and proclamation
will continue through the whole of the sea-
son of Epiphany. The Greek word
epiphaneia means revelation or manifesta-
tion or appearance.

During the Annual Meeting you heard re-
ports of what the various ministries of St.
Timothy's accomplished in 2025. St. Timo-
thy's is an epiphany, a manifestation of
God’s presence and activity, not just in our
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Epiphany Season (from The Episcopal
Dictionary of the Church)

A season of four to nine weeks, from the Feast
of the Epiphany (Jan. 6) through the Tuesday
before Ash Wednesday depending on the date
of Easter. The gospel stories of this season
describe various events that manifest the divini-
ty of Jesus. The coming of the Magi is celebrat-
ed on the Epiphany. The Baptism of our Lord is
observed on the Sunday after Epiphany. The
gospels for the other Sundays of the Epiphany
season describe the wedding at Cana, the call-
ing of the disciples, and various miracles and
teachings of Jesus. The Last Sunday after the
Epiphany is always devoted to the Transfigura-
tion. Jesus' identity as the Son of God is dra-
matically revealed in the Transfiguration gos-
pel, as well as the gospel of the baptism of
Christ. We are called to respond to Christ in
faith through the showings of his divinity record-
ed in the gospels of the Epiphany season.
